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Shekhar Gupta is Founder and Editor-in-Chief of ThePrint, India’s fastest growing 
digital news platform known for its non-hyphenated liberalism, which is neither Left, 
nor Right, is liberal on society, and liberal on economy. 
  
He is a prolific columnist, with his highly influential weekly column ‘National Interest’ 
which is translated into five languages. A selection of these columns was collected in 
the bestselling book, 'Anticipating India'. 
  
Shekhar, a recipient of the Padma Bhushan, hosts ‘Off the Cuff’ – an offering from 
ThePrint – which sees him in conversation with an eminent guest twice a month. His 
daily YouTube show ‘Cut The Clutter’ explains and analyses the big news 
development of the day from India and around the world. 
  
Until recently, he also hosted ‘Walk the Talk’ on NDTV 24x7 every week. A collection 
of these news-making interviews has been published as a book ‘Walk the Talk:
